Economically active people 
 

In 2021, the estimated proportion of people aged 16-64 who were in work or looking for work (the economically 
active) was higher than the borough average, at 74.0%.

The Indices of Deprivation 2019 – published by the Ministry of Housing, Communities and Local Government5 
measure relative deprivation in neighbourhood areas (Lower Layer Super Output Areas).  These are ranked and 
sorted into deciles of relative deprivation.

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Fuel Poverty 
 

Best-fit geographic analysis of government statistics7 reveal that, as at 2021, 10.9% of households in the ward 
were in fuel poverty.  This proportion was lower than the borough, regional and national averages (13.8%, 11.9% 
and 13.1% respectively). 

 
Crime  

 
Metropolitan Police data for the period April 2022 to March 2023 indicate that: 
  

• There were 653 notifiable offences in the ward – a fall of 6.8% on the previous year.   

• The crime rate was 61.6 offences per 1,000 population – lower than the borough and regional averages.
